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The final delight of the day will be a musical performance by Internationally 

acclaimed singer Akhtar Jahan. Akhtar Jahan performs the entrancing musical 

traditions of Bengal. At Spring Flowers, the award winning singer will perform 

with musical virtuosi Shoor Jahan. Akhter Jahans music has been described as 

timeless, deep and refreshing as the Ganges”. Drawing from both folk and 

classical Indian Bangladesh and West Bengal sources, Akhter will take you 

through a musical journey ranging from the gently meditative and 

spontaneously energetic to sheer bliss.
